He had 16+ years of professional experience in
Pharmaceutical Industry. He started his career in Quality Assurance as IPQA exécutive for Dr
Redddy’s, FTO-II, Hyderabad and held various positions as Global QA for Dabur Pharma,
Ghaziabad, New Delhi;. GMP QA Specialist for GlaxoSmithKline, Gurgaon, New Delhi; [PQA
in-charge = & QMS coordinator for Aurobindo Pharma and
Global Quality, Senior Manager for Mylan Pharmaceutical Pvt. Ltd. Training & Compliance
Manager, Novartis, Hyderabad. He moved on to work in different segments of the
pharmaceutical industry like Manufacturing, Project Management, Technical Services, General
Management and Contract Manufacturing Service

He discussed about importance of quality metrics in pharmaceutical industry. Pharmaceutical
companies are controlled and directed by the Pharmaceutical Quality System in terms of quality.

Quality metrics are the essential components of effective and efficient quality management plans
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in pharmaceuticals. They are the measurements used to ensure that the customers in the
pharmaceutical industry receive acceptable devliverables or products. They are useful in
translating the needs of the customers into performance measures that are acceptable for both the
manufacturing processes and the products. Quality metrics enables the manufacturers to make

Timely and sound decisions, set strategic visions, missions, and plans used to validate the

manufacturing processes in pharmaceuticals.

They help in determining and assessing the manufacturing quality attributes and process

parameters.

They help the manufacturers to process data, evaluate drugs quality and maintain products.
Quality metrics also help the FDA develop compliance and inspection policies and practices, and
inform risk-based scheduling of drug manufacturing facilities, which can result in a decrease in
inspection frequency for high performers, Improve the Agency’s ability to predict, and therefore,
possibly mitigate, future drug shortages. He stressed that Quality metrics Provide additional
intelligence to inform FDA’s comprehensive surveillance program, encourage implementation of

state-of-the-art, innovative quality management systems for pharmaceutical manufacturing.
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
