Quid pro quo (meaning
‘this for that’) harassment refers to a demand by a person in authority for sexual favors in order to
obtain or maintain certain job benefits. [t forces workers to choose between giving in to sexual
demands or losing employment benefits. This is also referred to as ‘sexual blackmail.” The second
type of sexual harassment can have adverse effect on the work environment. Guest concluded the

1. Implementation of strong mechanism for timely redressal of sexual harassment.
2. Conduction of awareness programs to make staff & students aware of prohibition & prevention
of sexual harassment.
